Notre objectif: abaisser de 25% les taux de pauvreté d’ici 5 ans.

25 en 5: voilà un plan concret.

Nous invitons tous les chefs politiques ontariens à informer la population de leurs plans pour réduire 
la pauvreté. Nous voulons connaître des objectifs, des cibles, des échéanciers et une façon de 
mesurer nos progrès.
